Grant will be submitted on the Washington State Form provided by the Washington State Aerie Secretary.

Normal Grant requests are for $1000.00 to 5000.00 (sometimes $10,000.00) 

Wa. State Joint Board of Trustee’s can approve larger amounts

Amounts available for grants: Each state is notified of how much the grant fund has Available for each of the charities for the coming year. The number is based on the State’s previous years general donations that were non earmarked, 25% of the total (that percentage has already been deducted from your balance) will be held for the Grand Aerie Convention Grants,
Regional Conference Grants and General Grants, such as for New Aeries and Special Programs. Any amount you do not use will be rolled over for up to five years. The first years figure is based on what you donated last year and any unused monies you may have from the proceeding years.

Grant Funds will only be for Research, Education or Equipment.  

Must be signed by Applicant or Administrator of the requesting Organization.

Request Submitted by: must be complete, Proof of approval by the Aerie, Auxiliary or District. Minutes from the meeting or letter signed by the President or District Deputy is not required but would be helpful to the Joint Board.

Additional Information not required on the Universal Form. 

Proof that monies have been submitted to the Grand Aerie Charities Fund.

Copy of a Check and a listing as to what Charities it went to.
The Grand Aerie State Charities Contribution Report of the Prior year contributions will be used when reviewing Grant.
No Grants will be processed for an Aerie or Auxiliary that is Delinquent in per capita tax.

When sending Funds to the Grand Aerie it is not necessary to issue a check to each charity you wish your donation to go to, attach a letter with the breakdown of how the money should be dispersed.

($1.000.00 Check)

$250.00 to Diabetes

$250.00 to Cancer

$500.00 to Kidney

Grant Guidelines

There are different types of grant requests and they have different procedures for being submitted:

Home Grant: The donation check and grant form is to be sent directly to the Grand Aerie for processing. Home grants are only for charities that do not fall under the regular charities. A Grand Aerie check will be returned for the amount of the Donation.

Regular Grants: The Grant Request Form will be sent to the State Secretary. The State Joint Board will approve or deny the grant based on their fund allowance and if all qualifications are met for that particular fund, then, forward approved grants to the Grand Aerie for processing.

Earmarked Grants:  The Donation check and grant form, will be sent directly to the Grand Aerie for processing. (Example:  $1,000.00 is raised for a local charity and you want to receive credit for the fundraising effort. These contributions must go through the H.O.M.E. fund if they do not qualify for one of the charities.

Earmarked Fund Grants + Additional Funds:  If a earmarked donation is requesting additional funds, the donation check and Grant Request Form will be sent to the State Secretary. The State Joint Board will then approve or deny the additional fund request. The donation check, Grant Request Form and the State decision on additional funds will be forwarded to the Grand Aerie for processing. Example: A local Aerie raised $1,000.00 for Special Olympics but wants to get a Grant for $1,500.00. If the State Joint board approves the extra $500.00, the Applicant will get the Grant for $1,500.00. If the State joint Board denies the extra $500.00 the local Aerie will get back a Grant for $1,000.00
Special Requirements for Grants

Max Baer Heart and Kidney: The primary purpose is to aid in heart research and education. State Level (Heart or Diabetes) grant is for research only (usual amount is $5,000.00) grants are for Blood pressure checks or equipment to serve local communities (usual amount is $1,000.00) but can be more

Drug Awareness Fund (DARE) DARE Grants are for supplies used in the training of students in local schools. The DARE education program is to be held at your Aerie with a local DARE Officer conducting a class or available to answer questions. The program is to be open to the public and advertised as such. Usual amount is ($500.00)

CPR: Grant Money must go to the local fire department or emergency medical service unit and the money must be used for CPR equipment or training of emergency personnel to become certified instructors for local communities. In order to receive these monies you must sponsor a CPR Class at your local Aerie Home. A copy of the flyer and a copy of the advertisement from your local newspaper must be included with the application. The blood sugar level checks, the blood pressure checks and the CPR classed must be administered by a licensed instructor, class must be open to the public, held at the Aerie and must be free, class must be open to the public, held at the Aerie and must be free of charge and advertised as such in the local newspaper. (Usual amount is ($1,000.00) Per Grand Aerie you may apply for more than one Grant per year 4-30-2009
Robert W. Hansen Diabetes: Local Diabetes grants are for blood sugar screenings or equipment for control work in clinics, hospitals of universities 

(Usual amount is $1,000.00)

Art Ehrmann Cancer and Kidney: Grant is for research or for establishments involved in treatment of cancer patients. Hospice is authorized under the cancer fund for equipment, if the majority of their patients are cancer patients. (Includes research, education, equipment and hospice care) (Usual amount is $5,000.00)

D. D. Dunlap Kidney: The purpose is to raise funds for grants to universities, hospitals and other institutions involved n kidney research and related projects. All money raised must go directly for research. (Usual amount is (5,000.00)

Muscular Dystrophy:

Jimmy Durante Children: Child Abuse and Aids Awareness: Grant is for establishments/institutions caring for and/or treating mentally challenged handicapped and abused children or hospitals treating or researching the Diseases of children(poor children are considered handicapped) Request must state the type of handicap treated and the ages (must be under 18) of those treated. NOTE: If program is for the treatment of both children and adults, the organization may still qualify but the grant money must be spent only for the children. (Usual amount is $1,000.00)

Aids awareness donations are for the education and medical research for this disease.

Golden Eagle: Alzheimers and Parkinson Funds: 

Benefit the Elderly: Assist in a community function to help the elderly. Must be open for all elderly in the community. Must be a program oriented for seniors such as a community senior center or meals on wheels.  May NOT, go to an Aerie as a club, hospice or private nursing home. Must attach a copy of the 501c charitable exemption form (exemptions to this requirement are churches and local, state and federal educational government affiliated agencies) (usual amount is $1,000.00)

Alzheimer’s State Level grant are for research only (Usual amount is $1,000.00)
Lew Reed Spinal Cord Injury: The funds are for research, development and evaluate new ways of assisting middle aged and older persons living with long term effects of SCVI/D (Spinal Cord Injury and Disease) Grant must be for scientific and education purposes, to engage in research, publicity and other forms of education work. Application must include a statement that the grant funds will only be used for research, education or equipment relating to spinal cord injury. (Amounts are $5,000.00 research $1,000.00 other)

H.O.M.E: Hands of many Eagles: The donation check and grant is to be sent directly to the grand aerie for processing. Home grants are only for charities that do not fall under regular charities.
